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As IGP (Western Zone), Chattopad-
hyay was dealing with a very sensitive
zone of West Bengal. During this pe-
riod, he, with his untiring effort, cre-
ated sufficient security infrastructure
for LWE affected districts.

The officer also served as Spl. Addl.
C.P. (A) & Jt. C.P. (A) in Kolkata Police.
The officer strongly believes in clear
goal setting and specification of task.
His systematic approach helps in sort-
ing out practical difficulties and job
constraints of his subordinates. He was
especially sensitive to the problems of
the underprivileged, the SCs & STs,
women & the minorities.

urajit Kar Purkayastha, IPS (WB:85)

(RR), is an officer of dynamic capa-
bility and suave personality. During his
incumbency in Asansol and Howrah —
both known as crime-prone districts
having mixed populations -
Purkayastha took strong legal steps
against coal mafias and perpetrators of
organized crimes. During this period,
his attention to community policing

. and quick response to people’s expecta-

tions instilled a sense of security and
established a strong bond of faith and
mutual trust with common citizens.

As Deputy Commissioner of Police
(Traffic), he introduced many innova-
tive systems to ease out heavy conges-
tion problems in Kolkata city, including
use of wheel clamps.
